Enrichment Project #3: Extreme Weather and Natural Disaster Geography Fair

Learning Objectives:

· Students will create projects that demonstrate the causes and effects of extreme weather and natural disasters.
· Students will think critically and creatively to find a solution.
· Students will be able to research their topic using reliable sources.
· Students will create bibliographies to cite their sources.
· Students will present their findings to an audience.

Description:
We will be holding a Geography Fair for the school. The geography fair will include extreme weather and natural disaster topics that impact Latin America and the world. You will need to research your topic, create a display, and present your project to your peers. You must include the following components in your project:
Components:
Introduction: Introduce and define the extreme weather event or natural disaster. 
Process: Describe how it is formed or how it happens.
Place: Identify on a map where it occurs in Latin America and the world.

Effects:  Explain the effects that it has on people and places. What damage does it cause? How often does it occur? 

Preparation/Prevention: Some events can be prevented and some cannot. Examine some of the ways people prevent or prepare for the event. Use real life examples.
Recovery: Examine some of the ways people recover or repair their lives after the event. Use real life examples.
Solution: Recommend a more unique and long-lasting solution. How can people better prepare for or prevent it? How can people better assist in the recovery process? Think Globally.
Bibliography: Cite your sources. These sources can be electronic or text based (books). One source must be located on your own using the reliability checklist. You will need a minimum of 3 sources.
Visuals: Must include at least 5 visuals. Spread out the visuals! For example

· Diorama: 3D 

· Multi Media Project (mix of technology and real objects)
· Movie: Home-made movie

· Experiment (must include visual)
